Ordinance #21-2

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 195, ZONING, ARTICLE XIX, SIGN REGULATIONS
WHEREAS, the Borough recognizes the importance of the continued updates to development regulations to adapt to changing needs of businesses in the community on balance with the goals and objectives of the Borough; and 

WHEREAS, to assist in the promotion of commerce and minimize conflicts in regulations some adjustments are needed to the Borough’s sign criteria; and
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Westwood, in the County of Bergen and State of New Jersey, that Chapter 195, entitled “Land Use and Development” is hereby amending and supplementing the existing code in the following particulars only: (deleted sections are noted by strikethroughs, new sections are underlined)
Section 1. Article XIX “Sign Regulations” is hereby amended in §195-158 C. “Prohibitions and limitations” as follows:
No sign shall have more than five colors, exclusive of its background, frame or decorative supports. For the purposes of this article, black and white shall be considered colors. Three shades of one color shall be calculated as one color in the calculations of the maximum number of sign colors. The color red is permitted on signs as an accent but cannot comprise more than 10% of the overall area of color on the sign.  Signs shall be compatible with the color of the building facade and of neighboring facades and signs. Signs shall not use iridescent or fluorescent colors.

Section 2. Article XIX “Sign Regulations” is hereby amended in §195-153 B. “Exceptions” by adding a new section as follows:

(10) Illuminated “open” signs for permitted commercial establishments subject to the following: 

(a) Only one such open sign shall be permitted per business;
(b) The open sign shall not exceed 10 inches high by 20 inches wide;
(c) The open sign shall be placed inside the store;
(d) The open sign shall not be animated or flash in accordance with 195-158D;
(e) The open sign shall consist of no more than 2 colors.

Section 3. Article XIX “Sign Regulations” is hereby amended in §195-156 C.(2)(a)[6]. “Permitted signs in the CBD/SPE District” as follows:
Internally illuminated signs shall only be permitted to illuminate the text or logo of the sign, with the remainder of the sign background to be opaque or nonilluminated with no illumination showing from the light source.

Section 2. Article XIX “Sign Regulations” is hereby amended in §195-156 C.(2)(d) “Hanging Signs”; exceptions” by adding a new section as follows:

[11] Barbershop Pole Hanging Sign: used as a sign for a barbershop consisting of a rotating pole with diagonal stripes of red and white or of red, white, and blue subject to the following: 

[A] Only one such barber pole sign shall be permitted per business in leu of a hanging sign;
[B] Maximum height of 30 inches;
[C] Maximum diameter 9 inches;
[D] Maximum projection from wall 12 inches;
[E] Minimum clearance from grade at base of pole 7 feet.
[F] Such barbershop pole may be internally illuminated although shall not be illuminated after business hours. 
Section 6. If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence or any other part of this ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this ordinance.

Section 7. All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 8. The Borough Clerk is hereby directed to give notice at least ten (10) days prior to the hearing on the adoption of this ordinance to the Bergen County Planning Board, and to all others entitled thereto pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:55D-15. Upon adoption of this ordinance, after public hearing thereon, the Borough clerk is further directed to publish notice of the passage thereof and to file copy of this ordnance as finally adopted with the Bergen County Planning Board as required by N.J.S.A. 40:55D-16 and with the Borough Tax Assessor.
Section 9.  This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after final passage and publication as prescribed by law.
